Wish List for Flooring
1. Can FloorRight provide room by room categories for multiple roll material types
2. Accurate separate room breaks 
3. Zoom in on diagram and print specific section (to scale?)
· If multiple tabs, does it figure each tab separately or if colored the same does it figure all tabs together?

4. Can FloorRight calculate two or more separate products for patterns such as herringbone, basketweave, borders, dots, etc.?

5. Is there a tool for calculating LF of base, seam-weld, and self-cove?

6. Ability to create PDF diagrams for visual aid for installation work-orders.


Wish List for Countertop and Wall Tile
1. Visual Aid for countertop and wall-tile estimating. 3D as a user estimates counters and walls?

2. Automation for breakdown of different planes the way we assign it, e.g., back-wall of kitchen splash and return-wall of kitchen splash?


3. Trim pieces? If you have separate walls, would it figure trim on all sides of the different walls when you only need the side wall trim?
· Windows in showers and kitchens for trim.
· Window sills (how are these calculated?)

4. [bookmark: _GoBack]Related to #2 and #3 above, 

A. The ability to tie various portions of a countertop/shower (e.g side wall, back wall, trim, etc…) back to a common area identifier/name that can be included in the exported data. This will allow DCMS to load all related takeoffs to a single area name. 

B. The ability to associate a unique id or pre-determined number to each individual takeoff (e.g. 1=Deck Field, 2=Splash Field, 3=Back Wall, 4=Return Wall, and so on). This will allow the DCMS import to map values coming out of Floor Right to its list of takeoffs.

5. Can diagram show dimensions?

6. Can it figure slab counts if we put the slab size in?

7. Can FloorRight calculate a tile product, by the piece count with an option to reuse or not reuse cut pieces from edges?

8. Ability to export the data easily so information can be imported into RDS software.  (Floors and Counters)
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
